The Programme for Joint Research Projects within the framework of The Memorandum of Understanding between 

TUBITAK and the Russian Foundation for Basic Research (RFBR)

Joint projects between Turkish and Russian scientists and exchange of scientists between the two countries have been supported within the framework of the “Memorandum of Understanding on Scientific Cooperation between TUBITAK and RFBR” and “Implementation Guideline” thereof signed on December 10, 2007 in Ankara.

Application and Funding Requirements for Project Proposals are as follows:

The Parties publish simultaneously a Call for Proposals every year. The present Call for Proposals regarding TUBITAK-RFBR scientific programme No. 2532 is online available at:

Interested researchers from Turkey can obtain general information and necessary documents including project forms via the above-mentioned website, whereas interested scientists from Russia can find necessary information from the website of RFBR:

http://www.rffi.ru 
Turkish and Russian project coordinators, having agreed on carrying out a joint project, should submit their project proposals to their respective institutions, namely TUBITAK or RFBR for evaluation and approval. Applications submitted by only one side are not accepted.

Proposals are independently evaluated and approved in accordance with the internal rules and procedures of the respective Parties.The Parties give a common decision based upon the review results, wherein only projects, which were positively evaluated by both TUBITAK and RFBR reviews, will be supported. 

The duration of  each project is two years. Project proposals must provide detailed information on the composition of each research team and the intended timetable and proposed project budget. 

Concerning exchanges of scientists, the Sending Party will cover all travel expenses. Accordingly, Turkish scientists going to Russia are paid a daily allowance of 80 Euro by TUBITAK in addition to international flight costs. 

The priority areas for joint project proposals are as follows:

· Mathematics, Mechanics and Informatics

· Physics and Astronomy

· Chemistry

· Biology and Medical Sciences

· Earth Sciences

· Humanities and Social Sciences

· Telecommunication and Information Technologies

· Engineering Sciences
