The Black Sea Economic Cooperation was born on 25 June 1992, through the Istanbul Summit Declaration and the Bosphorus Statement, yet the with the entry into force of its Charter on 1 May 1999, it turned to a full-fledged regional economic organization. Today, with 12 member states, covering a very crucial geographical area and with its rich experience in regional cooperation, BSEC is an important global and regional actor.
BSEC is focusing its attention to an increasing cooperation in the area of Science and Technology, which has been a priority area of cooperation since 1994. Promoting regional cooperation in the field of Science and Technology, putting knowledge to the forefront of its activities, setting up joint research projects and programs are main objectives of the activities in this field. Integrating in the European programs and projects (Framework Program 7) and developing cooperation among other international organizations are also among the targets of the BSEC Member States. The Science and Technology Working Group is the main body to enhance cooperation in this area, which is constituted by the BSEC Member States Representatives in the area of Science and Technology. The Scientific and Technological Research Council of Turkey (TÜBİTAK) represents Turkey in this Working Group Meetings.
BSEC provides funds joint projects between the researchers of the Member States via two different funds: Project Development Fund and Hellenic Development Fund.
